CATS AND DOGS RUNNING AT LARGE

§101. DEFINITIONS.

As used in this Part, the following terms have the same meaning indicated, unless a different
meaning clearly appears from the context:

OWNER - any person having a right of ownership in any cat and/or dog or having
custody of any cat and/or dog or any person who harbors or permits a cat and /or dog
to remain on or around his or her property.

RUNNING AT LARGE - being upon any public highway, street, alley, park or any other
public land, or upon property of another person other than the owner, and not being
accompanied by or under the immediate control of the owner or any other person having
custody of said cat and /or dog.

§102. UNLAWFUL TO ALLOW CATS AND/OR DOGS TO RUN AT LARGE.

It shall be unlawful for the owner of any cat and/or dog to allow or permit such catand/or dog
to run at large in the Borough.

§103. LICENSING OF CATS AND/OR DOGS.

It shall be unlawful for the owner, custodian or keeper of any cat and/or dog to have any such
animal without bearing a current license tag. The dog licensing shall be performed under the
rules and regulations of the County, and the cat licensing shall be performed in accordance
with the rules and regulations established by resolution of the Borough of Cleona. License fees
for dogs shall be paid to the County in accordance with its fee schedule adopted by resolution
of the Borough. The Borough shall be permitted to establish separate license fees for neutered
animals.

§104. NUISANCES.
